How should I serve an "older" Port wine?

Older vintage port wine "throws” a sediment or crust in the bottle.
This must be separated from the wine by decanting. Decanting is sim-
ply pouring wine from the bottle into another vessel. Rest the bottle
upright for a few hours then decant very slowly. The sediment will
remain in the port bottle. Once decanted consume within a few days.
