Limoncello di Sorrento, Italy One of Italy’s best kept secrets…….until now! Take 1/4 cup
vodka, 2 tbsp Campari, 2 tbsp Sorrento Limoncello and shake over ice. Pour into a
chilled martini glass and add 1/2 cup freshly squeezed orange juice.
