La Palma Organic Sauvignon Blanc (w) Chile
Fruity and very fresh with citrus, green apple and grapefruit aromas and flavors. A crowd pleaser.

Shotteshrooke Apprentice Red and White Australia
Newly arrived from Shottesbrooke; twins! A blended white and a blended red at an amazing price.

Chono Organic Rose (ro) Chile
Absolutely the top selling wine this summer. 100% Syrah, organic, well priced and fabulous!

Joya Gewurztraminer (w) Chile
Crisp citric notes with a taste of pink grapefruit and softly spiced white pepper. Yummy with Thai food.

Attractive spice, strawberry, raspberry and red
cherry perfume. The palate shows wild strawberry and plum with savory tones of beetroot, spice and salami. Velvety
texture, firm acidity and toasty oak on a long satisfying finish. $40.99

Marty — Black Hills Estate Nota Bene 2008, Canada. “Take note!” of the recently released vintage of this
Okanagan icon. Wonderfully ripe and ready to drink now, yet will cellar for several years. $71.99

Susan — Negra AN/2 2007, Spain. There are two greats from Majorca: the World's No.1 tennis player, Rafael
Nadal and AN/2. A sexy blend of 85% local grapes and 15% Syrah. Creates a silky and elegant wine with hints of
spice, black cherry and blueberry. Game, set and match to Majorca! $28.99

Kent — Hansel Cahill Lane Chardonnay 2007, USA. Exhibits a steely, stony nose intermixed with peach, pear,
and brioche notes. Medium to full-bodied with terrific up-front fruit and a plump mouth-feel. Fantastic wine at a
great price. $45.99

Lynn — Villalta Amarone 2006, Italy. This precious exclusive from Italy is new and fantastic. . . I was hooked
after the first sip! It is a single estate blend of 60% Corvina, 30% Rondinella and 10% Molinara and is beautifully
rounded with the perfect amount of fruit, tannins and flavors. The finish lives on and on. A must have! $52.99

Andrew — Springbank 1996 KWM Oloroso Cask. Dark, rich, spicy and complex with layers of caramelized fruit
and a backbone of smoky sea salt. Bottled exclusively for KWM. $109.99

Grant — Moss Wood Cabernet 2006, Australia. Another in a string of remarkable wines from Moss Wood.
The wine is elegant, complex and subtle. Not as big as some other Cabernets, but it sneaks up to leave you with an
exquisite experience. $78.99

Don — Habla Solum Tempranillo Syrah Cabernet 2008, Spain. An exciting Cab Syrah Tempranillo blend
from Spain. A wine rich with black currants, mocha and enticing hints of pepper and rosemary. Sexy stuff! $26.99

Chyis and Jacquie — Alpha Box & Dice Apostle Shiraz Durif 2008, Australia. A new venture from Australia’s
quirky talent, Justin Lane. A blend of 50% McLaren Vale Shiraz, 23% Barossa Shiraz and 27% Durif (another name
for Petit Sirah). Aromas of spice with red and black fruits. Lots of plums and layered tannins on the palate with a
long and fabulous finish. $34.99

Jessica — Quinta Do Infantado DOC Douro Reserva 2007, Portugal. A blend of Touriga Nacional, Quinta
do Infantado’s Reserva red is anything but meek. Big and yet refined, this wine shows notes of concentrated black

fruit, spice, and bright acidity. Pass it through your Vinturi wine aerator and drink now, or cellar for another decade.

Gino — La Querce 2006, Italy. A delicious new kid on the block. Luxurious, supple, velvety and finishes
beautifully. Where can [ get some Cinghaile to pair with this Tuscan treat? $60.99

Michael - Gouden Carolus Cuvee Van de Keizer 3L, Belgium. Why settle for a 330ml bottle of beer when you
can have 3 liters of pure Belgium delight. The packaging is fabulous and will certainly be a hit at any party to say
nothing of the beer. $120.29

Elaine — Zarzanas Organic Tempranillo, Spain. I'm a big fan of Spanish wine and this one happens to be my
cutrent favorite. A beautiful deep dark cherry red with aromas of red berties. Meaty, organic and 100% Tempranillo
with hints of vanilla, balsamic and spice. In keeping with the Spanish theme this wine is delicious with grilled meats,

especially lamb. $29.99 (back in stock this September)

Thomas — Clos Saint Jean Chateauneuf-Du-Pape 2007, France. Immense wine from a spectacular vintage for
the Rhone. Aromas of cassis, blueberry jam, leather and violets lead into an incredibly concentrated, yet vibrant
palate of blackberries and tea leaves. $66.99

Here are just some of our exciting new brews:

Gulden Draak. Available in both 33ml and 750ml bottles . At 10.5% there’s a powerful fragrance of
barley, dark fruit, and a sweet coffee aroma. Hints of sour cherries and brown sugar. $4.99 and $15.89

Mikkeller Black Islay. Aromas of mocha, espresso and chocolate sauce with a hint of smoke and peat.
Lots of dark fruit with some candied orange and black licorice. The finish is sweet yet earthy. $17.49

Harviestoun Ola Dubh Ale (18 Year). Ola Dubh is Scots Gaelic for “Black Oil”. The brewery has
taken their Old Engine Oil and matured it in single malt whisky barrels from Highland Park. Sweet and
chocolatey with tobacco and maple flavors. $8.79
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
